SURPRISE BAG

The Surprise Bag develops good cognitive skills. You and your child may choose an item found in your house (but NOT a toy!) for the bag. On a piece of paper, write down three clues together.


Example:

1. It is little

2. You use it with your hands.

3. It makes holes.

What is it? A hole punch

Remember, it is a SURPRISE bag, so remind your child NOT to tell his/her friends what the surprise is before the bag is opened at Surprise Bag time. Please have your child return the Surprise Bag to School the next school day.

ESTIMATING JAR

It is your family’s turn to fill the estimating jar with interesting objects, not to exceed 30. To be able to estimate the objects must be the same size and shape. The color may vary. Examples:  cotton balls, pennies, hair elastics, paper clips, ziti. Please have your child count the objects to be sure they do not exceed 30.  Also include an extra 5 for us to be in our Reference Jar. And, remember, keep the amount a secret!
