In the LMC, we’ve begun research on our individual states, using books, audio, and internet resources. We’ll say goodbye to our friend Tomie dePaola this week, and shift into a unit on summarizing. Summarizing a text is a higher level skill than retelling, and requires the reader to identify only the most important details, key to understanding the story. A retelling is essentially a regurgitation of everything you can remember. You can help by asking who, what, where, when questions about at-home-reading.

Last week we introduced our opinion writing unit. We wrote Dear Reader, letters stating our opinions about favorite book characters. We gave reasons for our opinions, and supported them by retelling parts of the story. We also reviewed the conventions of letter writing; a sadly, somewhat-lost, art! We’ll be tucking our letters into the books so that we can read each other’s opinions as we form our own.
We’ve moved seamlessly into adding 3-digit numbers. I know that some of your child’s strategies may seem odd, and definitely not the way you were taught, but they are working with numbers in a way that is building strong number sense and flexible thinking!
