Parenthetical References (In-Text Citations)…
Give credit for any information (quoted or paraphrased) that is not your creation,  
opinion, or common knowledge. 

Document exactly where in your paper you have used information from a specific
source. 
Consist of whatever comes first in the full citation (page numbers are 
included for 
print sources), and must be unique to that specific citation.
Come after the closing quotation mark, but inside sentence punctuation, except in 
the case of a block quote (see 2. on the next page).
Italicize titles (books, journals, newspapers, larger sites or database titles) or put them in quotation marks (article or webpage titles), just as they are formatted in the full citation in the Works Cited list.
Examples:
Author first in the full citation

(Brown).

(“Searching the Web”).

Book Title first, with print page number 
(Lincoln 23).


Direct Quote

Block Quote

Suggestions:

· Draft your Works Cited list in advance, so you will know what information to put in your parenthetical citations.

· Place the parenthetical citations into your essay as you write, rather than after you have finished.

· Make the parenthetical citations brief and accurate.

· To avoid long parenthetical citations, use a signal phrase in your text (see 1. on reverse).

· Place a parenthetical citation as close to the relevant material as possible without disrupting the sentence.

· Use one parenthetical citation at the end of a section of material that comes from the same source – but use at least one citation in each paraphrased paragraph.

Special Cases

1. Signal Phrase 

Mention the author or title of the source in the text of the paper

No parenthetical citation is needed, except for the page number if it is a print source

e.g.: In his recent study, Peter Brown states that, “xxxxxxx”
(23).
2. Block Quote: 

Use for any direct quote that is 4 or more lines
Use a Signal Phrase to introduce the quote and/or identify the source

Block Format: 
Indent 10 spaces at beginning and end of each line



Single-space the lines




Do not use quotation marks

Parenthetical citation comes after the sentence punctuation


e.g.:

In a recent study, it was found that,

3. Source has no author:

Include enough of the beginning of the title to create a unique citation for that specific source

e.g.: (“Searching the Web”).
4. More than one work by same author:

Use the author’s last name, comma, and the beginning of the title 

e.g.: (Brown, Mr. Lincoln 23).
5. Two authors with same last name:


Use author’s last name, comma, first name


e.g.: (Brown, Peter).
6. Two or three authors of a single work:


Two authors: use last name and last name 




e.g.: (Brown and Jones).
Three authors, use last name, comma, last name, comma, and last name 

e.g.: (Brown, Jones, and Smith).
7. Four or more authors of a single work:


Include 1st author’s last name, comma, followed by “et al.” 
e.g.: (Brown, et al.).
e.g.: (Brown, Smith, Jones, and Doe).
