	In the Advanced Photography course, the serious Photography student can develop his or her own style, making use of the foundations learned in previous courses and adding to it a greater facility with the benefit of a wider range of technological and digital choices.   Students will continue to develop their skills and knowledge of using an SLR Camera, using photo manipulative software to create unique artwork as well experimenting with alternative film and darkroom techniques.  In this course, students will set focus on a concentration and build a comprehensive portfolio in preparation for the 2D AP National College Board Exam.  A 30.00 lab fee is required.
