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	COURSE DESCRIPTION

	Intermediate Photography is an advanced course emphasizing use of a Digital SLR camera, exposure control, and working with the Adobe Creative Suite software programs.  This course emphasizes the combination of expert camera techniques and the ability to enhance or digitally manipulate images.  Composition and creativity are emphasized in each assignment.   During this course, students will compare and experiment with traditional and digital photography techniques and methods.  Advanced technique will be introduced, offering a greater range of imagery, allowing a student to express themselves through photography.  There is a 30.00 lab fee for this course.
