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Human Anatomy


Eye Anatomy
1. Iris: Colored part of the eye.  A smooth muscle that contracts/relaxes to change the size of the pupil depending on light intensity.
2. Pupil: 
3. Cornea: Clear/transparent section of the sclera at the front of the eye.  Very sensitive and easily irritated.
4. Anterior chamber:  Front chamber of the eye behind the cornea, but in front of the lens.  Filled with a watery fluid called aqueous humor.
5. Lens:  Small, marble-sized structure right behind the pupil.  Consistency of a rubber ball.  The lens changes its shape to adjust focus on near vs. far objects.
6. Ciliary body/muscle:  A ring of smooth muscle that surrounds the lens.  The ciliary muscle will contract or relax to change the shape of the lens.  Contraction makes the lens more round for near objects.  Relaxation makes the lens less round for far objects.
7. Posterior chamber:  Chamber of the eyeball behind the lens, but in front of the retina.  Filled with a clear, jelly-like fluid called vitreous humor. 
8. 3 layers of the eyeball

A. Retina:  
B. Choroid:  Darkly pigmented middle layer of the eyeball.  
C. Sclera:  Very tough, outermost layer of the eyeball.  The “white” of the eye.
9. Fovea:  
10. Optic nerve: Nerves cells that attach to rods and cones all bundle together and leave the back of the eye as the optic nerve.
11. Optic disc:  Where the optic nerve leaves the back of the eye.  There are no rods and cones at this location, so it creates a “blindspot.”
12. Eye muscles (superior rectus, inferior rectus, medial rectus, lateral rectus, superior oblique, inferior oblique):  Group of six muscles that attach to our eyeballs and allow us to move our eyes and look around.

16. Lacrimal ducts:  Small ducts on the inside corners of our eyes that drain tears from our eyes into our nose.  Typically, the fluid evaporates in our nose and we do not even notice it, unless we are crying.
