Political change in a nation is often a case of evolution through gradual change, compromise, or the granting of rights.  When the conflicts cannot be resolved through the unusual evolution when the conservative power will not compromise with the moderates and extremists, a seizing of power takes place.  This sudden change, known as revolution, shifts political power from the right to the center to the left and back to the center again.
