Here are a few important reminders about the start of school:

· First Day:  Students report to homeroom by 7:30 a.m. on Thursday, September 1.  We will have an extended homeroom period followed by a Day 1 in our block schedule.   Friday will be a Day 2.   Just like last year, there is a four-day rotation, and you will have some “mini” classes in PE, Health, and Science.  Updated student schedules will be available in Infinite Campus on about August 25, one week before school starts.  You will also receive a schedule in homeroom.    
· Please complete the emergency cards provided in this mailing and return them to the house office, homeroom teacher, or Main Office on the first day of school.    Please do not fax any important documents; it is better to bring them in person.  
· Parents--Please complete the PTA forms and have your child return them to the homeroom teacher or Main Office.  The PTA directory form should be completed and returned ASAP.  The directory is provided through PTA membership.  

· Handbook:  The Student/Parent Handbook is available online and will be distributed to all students in homeroom.  All students and families are responsible for knowing the regulations and policies from the handbook, and it should be consulted if you ever have questions.   
· Parking:  A fee of $150.00 for the entire year or $75.00 for half the year is the Board of Education’s charge for parking stickers.  Applications will be available at the end of the second week of school (starting with seniors).  Students will need a valid license, student ID card, and no outstanding obligations.   Contact your dean with questions.  
· Change of Program Policy:  There will be no changes to student schedules in the first two weeks of school except for incomplete schedules, courses scheduled in error by the school, changes needed as a result of failed courses, or successful completion of summer school.  See your school counselors with any specific questions.
