III. Location
IV. Education required

V. Salary

VI. Job availability

VII. Criminal connection

VIII. 3-5 labeled pictures of tools/equipment used by people in that field
IX. Bibliography- attached to back of poster or on a separate sheet
 (Please review the poster rubric to ensure that you have all information complete and in the proper format.)
The information on the ad should be neat, typed, and grammatically correct and should be easy to read from a few feet away.

8. Describe a crime that was solved at least in part as a result of someone working in your selected field.  Include the date, location, name of victim, name of suspect(s), a description of the crime and criminal, and how it was solved using the information from the experts in your field.
VIII. Tools/equipment used
9. What kinds of tools do people in this field use?  Find 3 to 5 good pictures of these tools and print them out or write their web addresses below.   What does this tool help a forensic scientist do?  Make sure you can explain this to the class during your presentation.  There won’t be enough room to put this on your poster, but make sure you have this information handy to share with the class.

***Make sure that you write a caption underneath each picture on your poster that includes the name of the tool.***
