
Individual Service Project Form-Juniors

An additional 15 hours are mandatory for continued membership.  For juniors, these hours must be completed between June 20, 2014 & Friday, June 12th.   Effort should be made to participate in Chapter Service Projects to obtain some of these hours.

This quality is defined through the voluntary contributions made by a student to the school or community, done without compensation (such as financial compensation, academic credit, public notoriety, reward or development toward future academics or occupation), and with a positive, courteous, and enthusiastic spirit.  This service must occur within the Fairfield community.

Please note that it is not the membership in a club or group, but applicable contributions made therein that counts as community service. To help you discern which of your activities falls under the above definition, we have provided the following examples:

Does Not Apply

· practice & competition in baseball

· practice & performance in a theatrical production

· membership in student council

· Key Club membership

· fundraisers for non-service teams, clubs or activities (ie. Baseball pizza sale)

Does Apply

· participation with the baseball team in a free clinic for Little League players

· participation in a free performance done at a nursing home

· planning & participation in the student council clothes drive

· planning & participation in the Key Club “Can Tab Drive”

· fundraiser for nonprofit

Any questions regarding the acceptability of an activity for which you would like counted as service must be discussed with the advisor before the hours due date.  The interpretation of the above definition and the resulting acceptability or unacceptability of an activity listed in your application as service is ultimately up to the NHS faculty council.
