To find out, you will do some research.  You need to find out the actual prices of all of the items needed to get started with a new infant.  You can take a shopping trip to the grocery, store, department store, discount store, and others.  You can shop on line and search through store circulars.  You will need to find the price of each item listed.  Make this assignment as realistic as possible by selecting items that you would be satisfied with for your own child.

For each item on the list, you’ll need to show evidence of the price.  You can use photos of the item in a store with the price tag clearly showing.  You many cut out advertisements in newspapers, magazines, and store circulars which show a price.  You can print out information from on-line shopping sites.  If you’d like, you may find used merchandise from the classified ads in the paper.  Be sure to include where each item is from.
This project must be turned in on or before Wednesday, January 14, 2015.  

You will be graded on completeness, neatness, and accuracy.  For each item listed, you should have a picture, indicate where it is from, and list its price.
