How to help your child be successful in French class

· Encourage your child to keep a well-organized binder.

· Check your child’s planner/agenda to verify homework has been written down and completed.

· Encourage nightly review of vocabulary words and verb forms. These should be written in their notes.  Important material can also be found in the “Vocabulaire” and “Langue Active” sections in each chapter as well as at the end of each unit in the textbook.

· Remind your child to use the audio feature of the online textbook to practice listening to vocabulary.

· If your child says he/she does not understand an assignment, have him/her re-read the instructions.  If he/she doesn’t know the answer, have him/her look through his/her notes, textbook, or recent worksheet for answers.  Do not give up.  I do not assign work that students do not have the resources to complete.

· When working on writing assignments students should not use translator programs.  Students should be practicing using what they have been studying.  Translators will actually often give misinformation, and I can tell when it is not the student’s work.  Using dictionaries to look up specific words to increase vocabulary is perfectly acceptable and to be encouraged.

· When your child is working on a project, ask to see the handout describing the project.  Check to see that your child has included all required elements.  There should never be a time when students have not been given a written description of the project requirements.

· Encourage your child to use French whenever possible.  Have them teach you some French.

· Encourage your child to promptly make up any work missed due to absence.
