For 2015-2016 School Year

Week of January 26th: Program of Studies booklet delivered to middle schools

February 2-4th: Grade 8 counselors distribute the Program of Studies and explain course registration process and timeline to students

February 4th: Grade 8 Parent Evening-Open House/Tour of the Electives-at 7:00 pm. (Snow date February 5th)

February 9-13th: Grade 8 teacher recommendations completed through Infinite Campus and special education teachers provide collaborative lists

February 9 FWMS, February 10, RLMS: High school counselors visit middle schools to discuss course selections with students

February 17-18th: High school turns teacher recommendations into requests to be viewed on portal

February 19-26th: Students select electives in Infinite Campus

February 27-March 3rd: High schools print and deliver Course Verification Sheets to middle schools

March 4-20th: 8th grade counselors resolve any schedule conflicts with 8th grade students and collect signed (parent and student) Courses Verification Sheets to middle schools.
