TIPS – Online Incident Reporting System

Please be sure to attend the upcoming PTSA meeting held on Tuesday, March 10th at 11am.  I will be sharing and previewing our new online incident reporting system.  The information below will be launched throughout the district on March 16th.  

In the Fairfield Public Schools students, staff, faculty and parents share the responsibility for creating, sustaining and continuously improving a school climate, where all members are physically, socially, and intellectually safe. Information about bullying, misconduct, drugs, weapons, or other factors which are harmful to the school climate should and in some cases MUST be reported to the appropriate staff members. In an effort to add yet another layer to our overall school climate improvement and safety measures, the Fairfield Public Schools are launching an online incident reporting platform called TIPS.  TIPS (Threat Assessment, Incident Management and Prevention Services) is an innovative platform of web-based tools designed to empower students, parents, teachers and staff to confidentially and anonymously report bullying or other potentially harmful student safety concerns, including weapons, drug/alcohol use, harassment or intimidation, vandalism, physical/sexual assaults, threats of violence, suicide risk, abuse and others. Once reports are made, TIPS provides a central and secure system for school personnel to proactively investigate the concern, objectively assess the situation, and track and document actions taken.  On March 16, 2015 the “button” seen below will be “live” on the Fairfield Public Schools homepage and on the homepage of each district school.  This will allow for easy access by parents, students, teachers, and other community members.  The following things are important to remember as we move forward with this initiative:

This is NOT a 911 or emergency reporting system.  Reports submitted through this system will be monitored only during school hours on days when school is in session.  

•
This report is not intended to replace direct contact with school administration. Please feel free to contact any school or the district administrative office with issues or concerns you may have. 

•
We can offer this reporting site anonymously.  However, we will be unable to follow-up with you with additional questions that may aid in our investigation unless we have your name and a way to contact you by either phone or e-mail.   

•
Please be advised that NO disciplinary action can be taken solely on the basis of an anonymous report.  

The Fairfield Public Schools recognize that FALSE ACCUSATIONS can be devastating to an individual and can have long-lasting effects on the entire school community. Any person who knowingly makes false accusations against another person will be appropriately disciplined.  Any unsubstantiated accusation, or accusations confirmed to be false will be removed from the falsely accused person's record.
