Student Leadership – If you would like to get involved in the RLMS community by helping others and planning activities RLMS, then stop in to see Ms. Fitzpatrick in Room 322 (8th grade hallway).
Yearbook Club – Make a piece of school history this year!  Be part of the Yearbook Club.  Students will have a direct impact on putting the annual RLMS Yearbook together.  See Mr. Goodman in the Room 240 if you are interested in the Yearbook Club or interested in taking photographs for the year.

Please note that ALL clubs after school require a signed Intramural Form.  All sports (Cross Country-fall, Golf-fall, Cheerleading-winter, Basketball-winter, Track-Spring) require a signed Athletic Participation Form and Concussion Form.  All forms are available on the RLMS website and will be valid for the 15-16 school year.
Please make sure your children are appropriate dressed for chilly mornings!  On the topic of dress… I am asking for your assistance this year to help us enforce students wearing appropriate clothing to school.  We take pride in all RLMS students and believe that your dress reflects the way you feel about yourself and the quality of the school.  Clothing must be clean and in good repair.  At no time should clothing detract from a student’s attention to the academic process.  Students wearing attire that is disruptive to the educational process, dangerous to personal safety, or advocates substance abuse or makes sexist statements will be required to change immediately.  I did not want to give you the entire list from the RLMS handbook, but I wanted to highlight some “frequent flyer” issues that we are encountering.  Here are some guidelines for appropriate dress:

•
Footwear must be worn - certain classes for safety reasons may require specific footwear for the students.  These policies must be adhered to. 

•
Clothing should cover undergarments, and provide appropriate coverage at the midriff and neckline. The midriff should not been seen (i.e. lace).

•
Hats are not to be worn inside. (Please leave hats in your locker.)

•
Clothing that promotes or depicts alcohol, drugs, tobacco, violent behavior, or sexually explicit or suggestive words or pictures are prohibited.

•
Skirts and shorts must have some length and inseam.  No visible undergarments and skirts and shorts must provide appropriate coverage.

•
Shirts with shoulder straps must be worn.  

•
Pajamas/sleepwear/slippers are not to be worn to school.  
Clothing issues become less of an issue as the temperature drops.  I will send out a reminder in the spring and ask parents to support our efforts around the RLMS dress code.
Thank you to those parents who were able to attend the RLMS Open House last week.  If you were unable to attend the Open House night, do not hesitate to contact a teacher or your child’s counselor if you have any specific questions.
