reading interventions that accelerate reading growth.

1. Very small groups or tutoring.

2. Majority of time engaged in reading.

3. Match between reader and text level.

4. Use of texts interesting to student.

5. Coordination with core classroom.

6. Expert teacher delivers intervention.

7. Expands daily reading activity.

8. Meaning and meta-cognitive focus.
