Every student must present a different person.

The information you need is (in English) ~ not necessarily in this order.
*Take notes in Google docs*
1.  Name – (famous and given name if different)
2.  Birthplace and date

3.  Hispanic heritage (from which Spanish-speaking country)
4.  Education and relevance to occupation if applicable.
5.  Occupation

6.  Famous for . . . and/or contributions to society (might be the same as occupation – do not repeat)
7.  Optional: realia – painting, cover of published book, recording of a song, etc.
8.  Pictures
9.  Works Cited
*Keep a record of ALL sources!*

*As you take notes, you cite your sources.  You need to cite where you find your pictures, too!*

THE PURPOSE OF A WORKS CITED:  When you write a research paper or present information in any format, you must list exactly where you found your information.  You have to be fair; you are giving credit to the others whose work you used.  If you don’t, you are guilty of plagiarism, a form of academic cheating.  Another reason is so your audience can find out more about your topic by checking into the sources you used.  This is especially important when searching the internet, as sites frequently disappear.  That’s why you need the date YOU visited the site; there are archives to prove that the site really did exist.
